MARTYN WARE LEADS ARTISTS ON A MISSION TO
EXPLORE THE FUTURE OF SOUND

The trance-inducing echoes of Neolithic
burial sites meet celestial sound art
installations, via the cutting edge of
audiovisual experiments in art and music in
the Future of Sound 2007.

The Future of Sound 2007 is a nationwide tour of immersive performances and creative and participatory
presentations by artists, musicians, sound-designers and researchers convened by Martyn Ware founder member
of The Human League and Heaven 17 and a leading figure in electronic music. The tour will bring recent
innovations and discoveries to a mainstream audience for the first time at 7 major UK venues, from The Sage
Gateshead to the Royal College of Art, London.

Martyn Ware said ‘Technological advances have enabled cutting-edge artists and musicians to create inspirational
new audiovisual experiences, which have until now only been enjoyed by a burgeoning underground community.
Working with creative innovators at the very forefront of their fields, Future of Sound, will explore the limitless
possibilities that exist for the experimental use of sound and composition and its future in music, art and science.’
Martyn will present, in collaboration with Paul Gillieron Acoustic Design, compositions using their new 3D
Audioscape software, which will enable the audience to experience an alternative, immersive sonic reality.

Among the performances are Brian Duffy’s Modified Toy Orchestra - sophisticated new electronic instruments
made from abandoned children's toys - while Anna Hill presents Space Synapse Systems, an interactive 'nerve
centre' on board the International Space Station.

The Sancho Plan will use electronic drum pads to control a cast of underwater animated characters that reside
somewhere between 'Fantasia’' and 'The Animatrix’, taking audiences on a musical journey through a dystopian
virtual reality. Scanner aka Robin Rimbaud will demonstrate new technology that transforms background street
noise into real music and Luciana Haill will use her Interactive Brainwave Visual Analyser to produce a concert of
the mind by registering brain activity to trigger ‘spatialised sound’.

Paul Devereux’s discovery that Neolithic burial tombs resonate at a trance-inducing 110Hz frequency shows that
our prehistoric ancestors used their environment and ritual sites to create their own mind-altering sounds. LSD
evangelist Brian Barritt joins him and artist/musician Flinton Chalk, whose Avebury stone circle band, TC
Lethbridge, included current members of Jason Pierce’s Spiritualized, in presenting sounds inspired by archaeo-
acoustics, a brand new field of archaeology.

Innovative audiovisual performances and sonic artworks from the international Cybersonica festival, an annual
meeting point for digital artists, musicians, software developers and audiovisual experimenters, will be presented
by squidsoup, The Sancho Plan, Troika and Chris O’Shea.
